· After School Conference was February 26th and 27th.  It was a success.  Thank you goes to Tere Nelson-Bragg for coordinating the conference.  There were a few snags with Holiday Inn and flights into Casper but great information was provided.  Quantum Learning was the trainer on the second day and did a fantastic job. · Underage Drinking Commercials- NCHS Drama Dept. is working with the NCPC on a commercial about underage drinking.  The script has been developed for a PSA highlighting underage drinking and prom.  Bill Sullivan with Channel 13was do the production of the commercial.  It will air statewide.  

· State Statutes- NCPC is working with Ernie Johnson on a statewide statute review.  The Environmental Strategies subcommittee is looking at the local ordinances as well comparing gaps and working to standardize the county.  We will report to coalition when the report is complete.

They will be doing a summer reading campaign as well as acting as a resource center.  They will have a Kiosk at the library providing prevention information.
