New Business:   

· Drug Free Business Celebration- Will be May 13th at the Nic.  The NCPC will recognize the businesses in Natrona County that drug test.  The businesses will receive and award from the NCPC.  Deb Walton will also recognize the smoke free hotels.  Tami Ray will provide food for the event.

· NCPC Night at the Cavalry-was very successful.  We had a 50/50 raffle and made $636.00 for the coalition.  Thank you to all the volunteers and agencies that participated in the event, especially Deb Walton.

· Prom Commercial- was shown to coalition.  The NC Drama Department worked on the commercial along with the NCPC.  KWCY News 13 donated the airtime and it was shown on Bresnan as well.  The commercial was shown statewide.  We will continue to work on three more commercials throughout the year.

· Ghost/Family Section- Melissa met with the Casper Ghost to discuss our future partnership.  We will continue to sponsor the Family Section.  

· Booze and Boating Campaign- We are partnering with the Game and Fish and the Casper Chamber of Commerce on the “Stay Afloat, Don’t Booze and Boat” campaign.  The campaign was launched at the Cavalry Game on April 25th.  Bill Sullivan with KCWY New 13 is donating air-time for a 15 second PSA commercial.
